SUMMARY RESULTS

The Shaywitz DyslexiaScreen is a teacher rating scale of language and academic risk factors that indicates
whether a student may be at risk for dyslexia. The results of the Shaywitz DyslexiaScreen alone are not sufficient
to diagnose or rule out dyslexia; however, the results provide a reliable and valid indication of risk for dyslexia
based on teacher ratings.
